
How to prepare your pocket roster guide

Step 1: Fold the page in half 
width-wise, then fold it in half 
again so it is broken into quarters.

Step 3: Mark the crease with a 
pencil or pen as shown below.

Step 2: Fold the page in half 
again, this time length-wise.

Step 4: Fold the page in half 
width-wise, again, and carefully
cut along your pencil line.

Step 6: Make a final fold into a 
booklet with the cover on the 
front. Enjoy!

Step 5: Fold in half length-wise, 
then pinch into a booklet.

THE IOWA HAWKEYES
The Hawkeyes are coming off one of their
most memorable seasons. They started
2009 with nine consecutive wins, beating
three teams that finished in the BCS top
25, with two of those wins coming on the
road (Penn State, Wisconsin). The
Hawkeyes won their first-ever BCS bowl by
defeating the Georgia Tech Yellow Jackets
in the 2010 FedEx Orange Bowl. Iowa 
enters this season ranked in the top 10
in most college football polls and face
high expectations for this season.

THE EASTERN ILLINOIS PANTHERS
The Panthers are playing a ranked FBS
opponent for the third time in school his-
tory. The Hawkeyes are the highest-
ranked team EIU has faced. Eastern
Illinois has an inexperienced o-line and
will be without their starting tailback.
They have three returning starting
linebackers who combined for 208 of the
team’s 801 tackles last season. EIU lost
52-3 last year at Penn State. 
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
